Yes, localized optimization is the key here--national just won't get the job done the way you need to--first, the Chicagoland area, then the region.  We'll definitely list with Google News and create a gadget and RSS feed--these are important for getting and keeping the word out.  I can use some of them monthly time to get these done on an ongoing basis as well.  We'll submit to Local Businesses through Google, Yahoo, and Live, too.  Yellow Book listing is no problem at all--as part of both initial submission and monthly work, I'll submit in a wide variety of places that will help with traffic.

I'm still looking into the best way to execute Beat The Banker--I'll have something to you in the coming days.  I'm looking at how to best wrap it for deployment both within a Facebook widget as well as on casual gaming sites--recent research indicates that 80% of women aged 35-50 participate in casual gaming activities on a weekly basis.

A few comments follow below, but here's my quote.

Initially, I do a Preliminary Keyword Analysis using, as you'd mentioned, Keyword Discovery.  Word Tracker is good, but KD seems to have a deeper database and more robust association tools, which helps.  Based on this, I'll create a site map that targets content and develop landing pages for primary keywords and keyword phrases.  Finally, I'll go through the entire site, making sure it's properly optimized on a page-by-page basis for inclusion in the top three (Google, Yahoo, LIVE) search engines.  In my experience, these will provide 95% of your traffic, and since Google is the de facto standard for searches, it's the key place to be.  Once this process is complete, I'll create a Google-specific XML site map, add Google analytics (if it's not already there), and submit for reindexing by the major engines.

Initial optimization takes about two weeks to complete--the keyword analysis and site map takes about three days to initially complete, at which time I bounce it back to you for review, provide a round of revisions and get the final document back to you for approval by the end of week one.  In week two, I go through the site, rewrite copy for appropriate keyword density, then bounce this to you for editorial direction and approval, create landing pages for specific keyword terms, and finish up the remaining technical work.  For buildersofchicago.com, this process will run $2500; for last4miles.com, it would run $1800.

After this, on a monthly basis, I'll provide a report that shows current and past positions (after the first month) for each of the selected keywords and keyword phrases on the same day each month--this date will be determined by the completion date of the initial optimization phase.  In addition to search positions, it's crucial to understand the actions that are taken by people who arrive at the site.  I'll provide an ongoing monthly review and report of the conversion rate as well as the bounce rate for people arriving at the site and leaving from that first page they see--the conversion report.  Based on these two reports, I'll provide five hours per month to make changes to the site to both increase rankings for keywords as well as to improve bounce rate.  I'll work with you to identify and move visitors toward taking action--and then constantly improve the frequency and quality of these conversion events.  I'll also reserve some of this time for soliciting appropriate reciprocal links to sites.  This monthly service will run $350 per month per site.

You might also want to consider RSS feeds, a blog, a YouTube channel for your videos, and a Facebook account for the organization--MySpace skews too young and too downmarket to be of significant value to you.  Of course, I can help with each of these, and the recommendations made in initial SEO can be leveraged by an SEM program, too.  Would you like to get together to brainstorm?
